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Mikael Tariverdiev International Organ Competition is a unique and successfully de-
veloping international project launched in Russia in the end of 90-s. Its significance
for professional organists can be compared with the role of Tchaikovsky Competition
for pianists and violinists. It is held every two years in different cities of the world, in-
cluding Europe and America, with the final tour taking place in Kaliningrad, the most
western Russian city.

Within several years the Competition has gained a world-wide popularity attracting
professional music communities in Russia, Europe and America. The Fifth Competi-
tion held in 2007 gathered musicians from 26 countries, with maestros of world rep-
utation sitting on the Jury.

The Sixth Competition is planned for May-September, 2007. At first, a selection
round for different groups of participants held in Hamburg (May, 2009), Worcester
(USA, June, 2009) and Moscow (August-September, 2009). Thereafter, the select-
ed contestants move to Kaliningrad to participate in the second and third rounds.

Mikael Tariverdiev (1931-1996) is one of Russia’s wellknown and popular composers
whose music is widely performed all over the former Soviet Union. He has to his cred-
it music scores for 132 films, several operas and ballets, instrumental concertos, quite
a number of vocal cycles. Still it is the organ music that occupies a very special place
in all that he has done. One can only regret it that so often in Russia — or perhaps not
only in Russia along — real appreciation of an outstanding figure’s contribution comes
after his departure. Mikael Tariverdiev International Organ Competition comesiis a trib-
ute to this composer as well as attempt to introduce his works to the organist’s com-
munity world wide.

She was certainly one of the future stars in the or-
gan world and we are greatly saddened by her death — we extend our heartfelt condolenc-
es to her family.

Company». It so happened that for nearly twenty years we have been making some of our recordings in Mos- %
cow jointly with Russian symphonic orchestras. A great deal of our projects were realized in cooperation with
a remarkable conductor, the late Konstantin Krimets who had introduced us to the music of many Soviet composers.

The music admirers in Japan have always had an extraordinary sincerest sympathy for Russian folk songs and classi-
cal music of Russia chiefly represented for us by great Tchaikovsky. We experienced the similar sympathy while hear-
ing Mikael Tariverdiev music since the first time. The harmony of his melodies turned out to be surprisingly near to the
Japanese heart. That's why in our eyes he has clearly become appreciated as a contemporary successor of the promi-
nent traditions of Russia music culture.

Twelve compositions were specially selected for this album, all recognized as well known masterpieces of Russian film
music. Arrangements were written by Shuhei Kamimura, a young Japanese composer with a special emphasize for
a duo of Japanese bamboo flute shakuhachi and a 3-stringed Japanese banjo-like musical instrument — samisen.

Apart from these folk instruments immensely popular in Japan, included in the compositions are many others: from

Japanese drums and koto to acoustic guitar and symphony orchestra. While working on the album Shuhei Kamimura
made his efforts to highlight the marvelous melodiousness and soulfulness of Mikael Tariverdiev music. It was this rich

tunefulness that required so many various instruments in the arrangement.

We called our album «Nostalgia» precisely because the compositions presented in it evoked in us memories of some-
thing once familiar but nearly forgotten, longing for something dear but gone forever. Yearning for something lost, but
still vaguely remembered in dreams of childhood times. Mikael Tariverdiev compositions arranged for national music

instruments of Japan are a real gift not only to the genuine music lovers and admirers of this outstanding Russian com-
poser, but also to all those interested in authentic Japanese culture.

HIDE-HIDE GROUP IS A PERFORMANCE DUET OF TRADITIONAL JAPANESE MUSIC INSTRUMENTS.
Its name is made of two similarly sounding first characters of the participants’names.

HIDE-HIDE — a unique feature in Japan's music life — is rather young. In 2007 it drew a lot of attention with its solo
disc released by Sony Music Direct Company. In the same year the promising band had a triumphant tour of 62 cities
of Japan with the total of over 170 concerts.

This unusual creative group of young musicians playing traditional Japanese instruments presents Japanese and
world classics in their own arrangement with widest range of sound: from globally known Japanese drums taiko to
the stringed instruments of classical orchestra and acoustic guitar.

The ensemble has a wide concert repertory for diverse audiences, and in particular for the lovers of live sound of the
acoustic folk instruments. The young musicians declare themselves to be the founders of a new music trend which
they call <hyper-trad-music» meaning the evergreen national traditions continuing to develop in modern times.

Being the inheritor musicians, the young performers while working on the original album of Mikael Tariverdiev music got
a new impetus for further development. The fine and exquisite fabric of the original music acquires new dimensions in the
arrangements of the Japanese musicians playing Japanese instruments revealing more facets of its beauty and finesse.

Unigue performing manner of the ensemble full of sincerity, mischief and vibrant energy doesn't leave any audience
untouched, since it invariably appeals only to true feelings.

VERA TARIVERDIEVA'S COMMENT TO PROGRAMME

The vocal cycle «Water-colours» on Medieval Japanese poetry was written in 1957. Mikael Triverdiev arises from there. It was his first suuming-
up, extremely important for the rest of his life. The tiny vocal cycle has become the pivot on which all his further career was to rest. Five min-
iatures of about eight minutes duration embraced not only all his future creative work bur all his life story too. This is the beginning of Mikael
Tariverdiev. Disappears into memories the tender, vulnerable boy, Balik as his mother called hum, the moving youth called Garik by his peers
or rather get merged with new life and spiritual experience turning into phenomenon by the name of Mikael Tariverdiev.

He would revert to various kinds of poetry at various stages of his life. But it was Water-colors where the new musical-poetical substance
was first created, something that may be called musical poetry, a fine blend of musical interpretation and verse being inseparable. Mikael
Tariversiev simply appropriates the poem, makes it his property. And this is how it is going to be always.

The most remarkable feature of Watercolors — apart of its being the definition of composer’s aesthetic credo in whatever genre he would re-
vert to — is the absolute identification of the author. Whoever the hero of this cycle or other works for this matter is, he NEVER stands apart the
the author himself. And not only by virtue of the clearly declared aesthetic stand of merger with the chosen material. Here in a most incredible
manner was expressed Mikael Tariverdiev's visionary propensity that made him see his life, his destiny as completed almost from its start. For
him the past, the present and the future were relative notions. When there is no beginning and no end there is no future and no past — only
the everlasting present. Consubstantial present with anticipation of predestination and completeness at every moment.

This was the birth of classics — not in the sense of quality or rank in regard to others but as an essential quality, a sum of signs of
completeness.

For many years he was dealing with poetry, feeling it as probably few of his contemporaries did. But then having written his last vocal
cycle Five Songs on Marina Tsetaeva's Poems he discontinued his contacts with poetry in music by The Twentieth Century song (1985).
A new period began — that of organ music, his old love for opera, instrumental concerts. His last work (indicated as opus) was The Piano
Trio written in 1994 soon after the Concerto for Viola and Strings and Ten Choral Preludes. The score of this concerto was written by Mikael
Tariverdiev in Yalta, where we stayed in the Actor’s House a bit more then a month, being mostly happy and careless. The process of com-
posing music seemed to be akin to narcotic pleasure for him. It was only later, that | understood his state of mind at that period. But not
during our stay in Yalta. The understanding came when | listened to the Concerto itself. It is the state of soul while parting with the flesh.
