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Mikael Tariverdiev International Organ Competition is a unique and successfully develop-
ing international project launched in Russia in the end of 90-s. Its significance for profes-
sional organists can be compared with the role of Tchaikovsky Competition for pianists and
violinists. It is held every two years in different cities of the world, including Europe and
America, with the final tour taking place in Kaliningrad, the most western Russian city.

WWithin several years the Competition has gained a world-wide popularity attracting
professional music communities in Russia, Europe and America. The Sixth Competition
held in 2009 gathered musicians from 26 countries, with maestros of world reputation
sitting on the Jury.

The Seventh Competition is planned for April-September, 2011. At first, a selec-
tion round for different groups of participants held in Kansas (April, 2011), Ham-
burg (May, 2011), Moscow (August, 20 11). The first time Astana (Kazakstan) joins the
competition with Asiatic selection round (September, 2011). Thereafter, the select-
ed contestants move to Kaliningrad to participate in the second and third rounds.

Mikael Tariverdiev (1931-1996) is one of Russia’s wellknown and popular composers whose
music is widely performed all over the former Soviet Union. He has to his credit music scores
for 132 films, several operas and ballets, instrumental concertos, quite a number of vocal cy-
cles. Still it is the organ music that occupies a very special place in all that he has done. One
can only regret it that so often in Russia — or perhaps not only in Russia along — real appre-
ciation of an outstanding figure’s contribution comes after his departure. Mikael Tariverdiev
International Organ Competition comes is a tribute to this composer as well as attempt to
introduce his works to the organist’s community world wide.

Judges for the competition were Professors Lynne Davis (Wi-
chita State University), James David Christie (Oberlin College)
and Michael Bauer and James Higdon both of The University
of Kansas. Four students were chosen to compete in Kalin-
ingrad: Sheung Chi Chan, Simone Gheller, Nicole Keller and
Chelsea Vaught. Each student won a cash prize of $1500,and
Nicole Keller, as the first place winner, also won a recital in the
Bales Organ Recital Hall in the 2011-2012 concert season.

The North American round was honored to have Madame
Vera Tariverdieva present for the entire Russian Festival and
competition. She brought with her the beautiful angel stat-
ue carved out of a single piece of amber. This statue will ulti-
mately be presented to the first prizewinner in Kaliningrad.

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THE CONSONANCE OF NAMES

For the fourth time the European tour of the
International Mikael Tariverdiev organ com-
petition was arranged in ourtown. This year
for the first time it will be held in the evan-
gelical Church of St Michaelis. At the head
of the Jury Board was the music director of
the Community Christoph Schoener.

It is a great honour for the organizers
that the competition will be held in its
building that is acknowledged as an archi-
tectural symbol of Hamburg and a most
significant church in baroque style of the
North Germany. There is a particular sym-
bol in the coincidence of the names: Mi-
kael is an Armenian version of the Ger-
man Michaelis.

Doubly symbolic that the church was
presented for carrying out of the VIl Inter-
national organ competition when the «Big
Michaelis» (how it is called with love and
respect by the hamburgers) celebrates its
350™ anniversary.

The history of St.Michaelis starts at the
turn of the XV1 to XV11 centuries. In 1605
when the plague raged, on the ceme-
tery near Noischtadt a small chapel was
raised and named in honour of Archan-
gel Michael. At that time the chapel was
behind the town wall. As Hamburg was
growing and after some time the suburb
turned out to be inside the rampart. The
evangelical community increased and the
chapel could not be able to accommodate
all parishioners. The town authority gave
permission to build near by a big church
with the same name — St. Michaelis. Af-
ter 12 years,on March, 14, 1661 the church
was consecrated and from this day began
its official history.

Nevertheless it was not the same as
we know it now. The matter is that the
main symbol of today's Hamburg was
built three times. In March 1750 the «Big
Michaelis» was burnt to ashes by a flash
of lightning.

Next 30 years the community of Arch-
angel Michael had to carry out the divine
services and different forms of worship in
other churches.

The familiar sight of St.Michaelis ap-
peared in 1786.The authors of the project
were Johann Leonhard Prey and Ernst
Georg Sonnin.

In July 1906 during the construction
works a big fire was on the attic that prac-

tically destroyed the church. Long dis-
putes concerning the alternative of re-
building or starting a new project were
held. By that time the «Big Michaelis» was
acknowledged as an architectural symbol
of Hamburg and all inhabitantsin a friendly
way expressed their opinion to restore the
St.Michaelis Church. Finally the church was
restored according to the old drawings and
instead of the former wooden construc-

tions were used such materials as steel and
concrete more steady against the fire. On
October, 19, 1912 St. Michaelis was born
for the third time.

«Michaelis» is large not only because it
is called «Big Michaelis», but in accordance
with the dimensionsitis the largest church
in Hamburg and accommodates 2.500 pa-
rishioners. Thatis why itis used as a unique
concert venue for the programmes of the
instrumental and vocal performers. Espe-
cially the St.Michaelis is attractive for the
organists. Now there are four different or-
gans.The largest is — Steinmeyer-Orgel. It
has 85 registers and 6.665 pipes.

Besides this the «Big Michaeli» hasits spe-
cial acoustic peculiarity, compared favora-
bly with many other churches and concert
halls. Performing of the participants of the
European round in this church will be an
important part of their creative lives. The
winner of final round that will be held in Ka-
liningrad will have a chance to play a solo
recital under the cove of St.Michelis, be-
sides the monetary award.

Among the audience of the audition
will be a lot of Russian-Language inhab-
itants of Hamburg. It is a very significant
eventin the life of our town. A few gener-
ations of our compatriots are great admir-
ers of Mikael Tariverdiev’s creations. The
competition that bears his name con-
tributes the connections between Rus-
sian and European culture. That's why we
would like to express our gratitude to Vera
Tariverdieva, the widow of the composer,
the art-director of the competition that
she has chosen our town for holding the
first round of the competition and active-
ly works for the successful achievement of
this creative project.

The existence of this competition
makes our lives more interesting, spiritu-
ally wealthy and we are always glad to help
Vera Tariverdieva in her noble mission
