The Mikael Tariverdiev International Organ Competition is a unique and successfully de-
veloping international project launched in Russia in the late 1990%. Its significance for
professional organists can be compared with the role of the Tchaikovsky Competition
for pianists and violinists. It is held every two years in different cities around the world,
including Europe and America, with the final tour taking place in Russia’s westernmost
city of Kaliningrad.

Within several years the Competition became popular worldwide, attracting profes-
sional music communities in Russia, Europe and America. The 8th Competition was held
in 2013 and gathered musicians from 28 countries, with world-renowned masters sit-
ting on the Jury.

The 9t Competition is planned for April through September 2015. First, selection round for
different groups of participants being held in Kansas (April 2015), Hamburg (April 2015),
Moscow (August 2015). Afterwards, the selected contestants will travel to Kaliningrad to
participate in the second and third rounds. Kaliningrad — September, 3-9.

Since 2011, the Organ+ Festival has been held alongside the Competition.

Mikael Tariverdiev (1931-1996) is one of Russia’s best-known and most popular composers
whose music is widely performed throughout the former Soviet Union. He is the author of
music scores for 132 films, several operas and ballets, instrumental concertos, and numer-
ous vocal cycles. Organ music held a special place in his work. One can only regret that so
often in Russia — or perhaps not in Russia alone — true appreciation of an outstanding fig-
ure’s contribution comes after their demise. The Mikael Tariverdiev International Organ Com-
petition is a tribute to this composer as well as an effort to introduce his works to the global
organ community.

When I was six, | asked my father: «<Dad, when will you become an Uighur?» | grew up in an ethnically diverse neighbourhood in Al-
maty. Its life reflected the fate and fortunes of the country at large: a former Russia at the time of my childhood, and a then-Soviet
Union. Our neighbours included Russian repatriates from France, professors from Leningrad, exiled Germans, Uighur refugees from
China, and a Prince Shuisky with a 17t-century Tsar of All Russia among his ancestors. My grandfather had likewise travelled from
Europe to Asia, a place criss-crossed by westbound and eastbound trains. Perhaps that is why I've always felt a connection to the
works of Chingiz Aitmatov, a 20t-century author whose writing reflects the expanse of the Eurasian steppe, opening it up to the
wider world to which it had been all but unknown.

I've had the chance to talk to Chingiz Aitmatov. He was a close friend of my husband, Mikael Tariverdiev. We were in touch for many
years. | let Chingiz in on my idea for Az i Ya, a performance combining music with quotes from his books, reflecting a worldview
close to his own.The name can be read in several ways: as «As-i-a», or as «<Me and I» (or, in very literal English, «lc and I»: Russian mir-
rors thou vs. you in the first person), and finally, as the equivalent of <A and Z» — a world stretching the entire span of the alpha-
bet; a world that is an indivisible whole. For a human is a human on every continent. Even if he or she is not like the others. We are
all different letters of the same alphabet.

Spoken drama, Germany

Born in Gotha, Peter Bause
grew up in Magdeburg
and studied at the Uni-
versity of Music and The-
atre Leipzig. He worked
at Rostock Theatre, Ber-
lin's Deutsches Theater
for 10 years and the Bre-
cht Ensemble, also Ber-
lin-based, for another 15.
Following German re-
unification, Bause worked
in theatres in Dresden, Co-
logne, Jagsthausen, Mu-
nich, Rostock, and Bad
Hersfeld, as well with the
Landgraf Theatre Agency.
His roles included Faust,
Wallenstein, Puntila, Gal-
ileo, Mackie Messer, King
Lear, Voigt (The Cap-
tain of Kopenick), Richard
Strauss (The Cooperation),
General Harras (The Devil's

General), Tevye (The Fid-
dler on the Roof), Profes-
sor Clausen (Before Sun-
set), and Otto Quangel
(Every Man Dies Alone).

Peter Bause performed
almost 30 one-man pro-
ductions, including the
forthcoming Der Kontra-
bass at the Berlin Concert
Hall, Jugend ohne Gott at
Altona Theater, and Die
Judenbank at the Ham-
burger Kammerspiele.

He won several awards
for his dramatic work and
artistic contribution. His
autobiography, titled Man
stirbt doch nicht im drit-
ten Akt! («One Doesn't
Die in the Third Actl»), has
been published by Eulen-
spiegelverlag Berlin.

Jean Guillou, bornin Angersin 1930,

studied at the Paris Conservatoire with
Marcel Dupré, Maurice Duruflé and
Olivier Messiaen.

In 1955, he was appointed professor
of organand composition at the Insti-
tutodi Musica Sacra of Lisbon. He then
moved to Berlinin 1958, finally return-
ing to Paris where he was appointed tit-
ularorganist of the church of Saint-Eus-
tachein 1963.

Distinguished as a leading inter-
preter of the organ literature of the 18t
century to the present day, Jean Guillou
isrecognized as a leading composer
with works ranging from symphonies
and concertos for piano and organ,
chamber musicand choral to soloor-
ganworks ororgan as covenant with
otherinstruments.

He enriched the repertoire of the or-
ganthrough a series of extraordinary
transcriptions of works by composers
asdiverse as Bach, Handel, Liszt, Prokof-
iev, Rachmaninov, Mussorgsky, Tchaik-
ovsky and Stravinsky.

With the publication of his book
«The Organ, Remembrance and Fu-
ture» (Symetrie, 2010) he has emerged
asaleadingfigurein the field of organ
theory and design. His ideas have gen-
erated remarkable fruits (Alpe d'Huez,
Tonhalle Zirich, Chantd'Oiseau in
Brussels, Tenerife Auditorium, Naples
Conservatory) and severalamong the
revolutionary organs builtaccording to
his plans can be heard through his re-
cordings.In December 2008 he inau-
gurated the extraordinary organ pro-
jected forthe church of Sant Antonio
deiPortughesiin Rome while nowdays
the new organ of the Cathedral of Leon
in Spainis under construction accord-
ing to his plans.

Alexey Goribol appeared among oth-
erson the Russian musical scenein
the late 1980°and early 1990%, when,
with anumber of distinguished mu-
sicians he turned to chamber music,
the resurgence of which began dur-
ing the time of change and newfound
freedom.

Goribol, while sharing the values
of his generation, nevertheless felt
the spirit of the times and the gener-
al confusionas the century drew to
aclose. Hetoo felt the desire to unite
and consolidate various ambiguous
aspirations.InJune 1995 he became
artistic director of Moscow Musicians’
Union and co-founder of MCM Enter-
prise, the art union of young Moscow
musicians,

The advent of the bright new age
presented new challenges, and Gor-
ibol,adopting adaring approach to-
wards both the essence and the fa-
miliar format of concert programmes,
became curatorand producer of clas-
sical music.On stage he achieved
aseamless merging of various me-
dia (classical music, theatre, film and
dance), creating sophisticated inter-
pretations of traditional performanc-
esin his major productions Chosen
by the Youth, My Happiness, Jew-
ish World, Sketches to the Sunset,
Days of Britten in Russia, Avant-gar-
de of Mikael Tariverdiev, The Gift — all
of which becamE major signpostsin
the Russian musical and culturalland-
scape of the 1990°.

The hallmark of Goribol’s creative
genius —the deliberate theatricali-
ty of performance — firstappearsin
Hammerand Sickle (1997). Goribol's

aesthetics feel reminiscent of Tagan-



ka Theatre productions:it combines
contrasting musical narrative with im-
mersion in unusual contexts, resulting
inamesmerising new reality.

Goribolis a successful artistic di-
rector of the Chamber Art Festival
in Kostomuksha (Karelia), the Rus-
so-Finnish Music and Poetry Festival
Towards Vyborg, organiserand man-
agerof the Levitan Festival in Plyos,
the Leonid Desyatnikov 501 Anniver-
sary Festival (2005) and the Dmitry
Shostakovich 100t Anniversary Festi-
val (2006), as well as Days of Britten at
the Bolshoi (2013), together with gala
concerts at the Multi-Media Art Mu-
seum (2014).

Thediscovery of the new and the
reinterpretation — the rethinking
and rephrasing — of the old deter-
mine the content of Goribol produc-
tions.He introduced the Russian pub-
lic to the music of Leonid Desyatnikov
and Benjamin Britten. In 2000° Gori-
bol jointly with the St. Petersburg PRO
ARTE Institute realised his unique and
dramatic vision in Fashion-concerts
nConsonances of the 20" Century,
which combined heuristics and the
new interpretation of canon.
